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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARRENTS

The main aim of the club is to allow young people to enjoy hockey in a fun and safe environment.  We urge parents to remember this and to help the club make it a great place for kids to come.  We hope that parents will take an active role in the club leading to a mutual respect and regard for each other.

Parents should

· Build a positive and friendly relationship with the Childs coaches.  Remember most coaches are volunteers and give time up to benefit your children

· If parents have concerns about training methods or decisions in a match they should try to approach them in a calm friendly manner to discuss this.  This should be done at a suitable time and not at half time or during an exercise at training.

· Help your child to learn to be a team player.

· Always make sure they turn up to training and matches, it will let the whole team down.  If they can’t make please let the relevant coach organiser know in good time

· Encourage your child to be a good sports person.  All players efforts should be applauded including own team mates and opposition

· Make your child realise that its not always winning and to be a good looser.

· Respect all officials on the pitch.

· Be positive and encourage your child.  They will learn and play much better with confidence

· Encourage your child to look after kit / clothing and to organise themselves to turn up with correct kit 

Parents should not

· Shout criticism or coach from the sideline.  It can confuse children and they should be listening to the coach.

· Tolerate rude, aggressive or unsporting behaviour from your child.  Explain to them that they should behave to the standards the club expects

· Encourage your child to play deliberate fouls or to be over physical

· Send your child to training or matches unprepared, hungry or in poor health.  

· Let your child wear inappropriate clothing or footwear on the pitch.

· Let your child misuse or damage any of the clubs property or equipment or grounds

· Put unrealistic expectations or pressures on your child.  Remember they are doing it because they want to.  They should enjoy it
